As a basis for helping to start and frame our discussions on Friday, I have drafted a couple of things.  

The first is version of what a typical hard-copy version of the revised standards might contain.  Left out are some key questions:

–should we update the eighteen essays by changing titles, deleting dated examples, adding up-to-date examples, and making changes to the text to accommodate changes in geography and geography education?  

–do we need to include the current (or a revised) version of Chapter 1, The Geographic View of Our World?

–what do we do with chapter 3, Geographic Skills and Perspectives?  Update?  Include?

The second is a brief introduction to some of the issues that follow from the audience/design discussion.
–the discussion of format cannot be separated from the discussion of audiences and their needs, from issues of cost and budget, and from issues of who does what

–we also need to address the follow-up issue.  What supplement materials must we produce? Who is going to do it?  How are we going to fund this part of the process?

While I don’t expect that we will reach a conclusion to all of the interlocking issues, we should be able to make significant progress.  I look forward to Friday’s (and probably Saturday’s) discussions of the biggest item facing GENIP at present.
