Description

The Travelocity Award for Excellence in Geography Education aims to celebrate efforts nationally or internationally to promote geography education by recognizing outstanding actions or events to enhance and improve its quality. It can be awarded to an individual or a group. Actions or events with a national or international scope only will be considered. The award will be made in the summer for an action/event that took place during the preceding calendar year or over an extended period of time.


Selection Committee

The nominations will be evaluated by the GENIP steering committee. A list of current members is available on-line at http://genip.tamu.edu.

Selection Criteria

In evaluating applications, the GENIP steering committee will value most highly events or actions that have had a positive national or international impact on the quality of geography education. Applications will be judged on overall merit, clearly defined goals and objectives, and the degree to which evidence of achievement or progress toward those goals is stated.

Prize

The recipient or recipients will receive a prize of $5000 and recognition at the annual meetings of the Association of American Geographers (AAG) and National Council for Geographic Education (NCGE) in alternate years. 

Applications

Nomination forms must be submitted to the GENIP project coordinator, Dr. Sarah Witham Bednarz, by 1 November, 2005 for consideration for 2005. In order to be considered nominations must include:

· A completed official cover page

· Personal details about the individual or group being nominated

· Professional qualifications of the individual or group being nominated

· A description of the action/event and why it is worthy of recognition

· Three letters of support
